	EMPLOYMENT SITE EUB14 – STANKARDS SOUTH


	

	
	This site is adjacent to the Tarmac/Wimpey depots on the A89. It is proposed to be for use as General Needs Industrial – business, general industry and storage and distribution. The redevelopment of the adjacent Tarmac/Wimpey depots is acceptable. Access to the site will be prohibited from the east.

We believe that this proposed development would result in an increased volume of traffic, especially HGV’s, travelling through the village – this route being the shortest to and from the M9 motorway. The existing road infrastructure around the site would be unable to cope with the increased volume of traffic. The A899 and B8046 in Uphall are at present struggling to cope with vehicular traffic.

We believe that other brownfield sites are more suited for this type for development.

An objection, listing the above points, will be submitted to the Head of Development and Regulatory Services.

	EMPLOYMENT SITE ELv64 – BEUGH BURN


	

	
	This site is at Beugh Burn, Uphall West near Uphall. It is proposed to be for use as General Needs Industrial – business, general industry and storage and distribution.

We believe that this proposed development would result in an increased volume of traffic, especially HGV’s, using the B8046 and passing through the village – this route being the shortest route to and from the M9 motorway. 

The road infrastructure around the area of development would be unable to cope with the increased volume of traffic. The A899 and B8046 in Uphall are at present struggling to cope with vehicular traffic.

This proposed development reduces the Countryside Belt around Livingston. This would result in the coalescence with other settlements. Pumpherston, Uphall Station and Uphall need to retain their separate identities from Livingston.

An objection, listing the above points, will be submitted to the head of Development and Regulatory Services.
